The Gate Has Been Fixed!

Hello all just a quick update, the gate has been fixed and as such there is a special way we have
been asked to operate and lock it. We were instructed to be gentle when moving the gate and
DO NOT put any downward pressure on it when swinging, it will cause it to prematurely fail
and we don’t want that. Also to lock, it’s much simpler to put the lock through the welded loop
on the gate and attach the lock to the first loop in the chain, this will not cause pressure on the
new bearing. If we follow this it should last a lifetime. Below I attached a photo of how to lock
the gate.

Wind-tunnel experiments and
mathematical analysis can only take
you so far. Understanding all the
dynamics of a jagged object cutting
through the atmosphere is a bit like
predicting the weather: There are so
many variables, you can only
extrapolate up to a point.
